The following information pertains to MWR facilities on board TRACEN Yorktown. Covered in this memo will be: facilities guidelines, pool use regulations, and sports fields and rental use. This memo is to ensure the understanding of MWR use for the safety and security of the scout members and TRACEN Yorktown facilities.
Facilities guidelines: Private use of TRACEN Yorktown facilities is any use of TRACEN facilities by an individual or organization that is not Coast Guard or federal agency use.  Use by a state or local government agency is private use.  Use by a TRACEN Yorktown civilian employee or active duty member seeking in their private capacity to use TRACEN facilities for unofficial purposes is private use.  Private use usually requires execution of a license. MWR is responsible for the safety, security, and general upkeep of all MWR facilities on base.
Pool use regulations: The following information is for the general safety of all scout members. MWR requests no more than 20 scouts in the pool at any given time. This will give the on-duty lifeguard the ability to maintain a proper visual safety for all members. For scout swim tests and general use, a minimum of 3 lanes will remain open for the use of other active duty or retired personnel. Only those members covered under the BSA liability coverage insurance may use the pool. No personnel (i.e. Friends or family members) may use the pool unless covered under the liability insurance.
Sports fields and rentals: MWR sports fields must be requested by the visiting scout troop prior to visit. TRACEN Yorktown’s Scout Liaison is responsible for communicating all requests through MWR and scheduling any events requested by the scout members. Scout members are responsible for the care and condition of any requested sports field and are to report any discrepancies to the TCY Scout Liaison or Officer of the Day prior to departing. All rentals will be through the MWR Auto Hobby shop (757) 856-2100. Forms will be given to those requesting rentals and will also the given rate for requested equipment. For the safety of the scouts there is absolutely no use of the gym weight rooms.
