
  

Adult First Aid, CPR & AED Training 
 

The Adult First Aid/CPR/AED course incorporates the latest science and teaches 
students to recognize and care for a variety of first aid emergencies such as 
burns, cuts, scrapes, sudden illnesses, and how to respond to breathing and 
cardiac emergencies for victims about 12 years and older. Successful students 
will receive a certificate for Adult First Aid/CPR/AED valid for two years. This is 
a blended learning course; you must complete the online portion before taking 
one of the skills demonstration sessions.

WHEN: March 20 with three sessions with start times at 10 AM, 12 PM, & 1:30 PM. Max of 8 people per session.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND:  The BSA strongly recommends that all adult leaders and youth capable of performing CPR properly 
be trained through a nationally accredited organization. Although certification is not always required for rank 
advancement and merit badges, it is helpful. It is recommended that youth be at least 14 years old.  

PREREQUISITES: Bring certificate of completion from online course to in-person skills demonstration session. Online session 
takes approximately 2 ½ hours and a link will be sent one week before skills session. Skills demonstration session takes 
approximately one hour.  

WHAT TO BRING:  Certificate of completion from online session.
